CAMP IS OUT OF OUR BUDGET—WHAT ABOUT SCHOLARSHIPS?
There are three ways to help cover camp costs.

1. The first is during the online registration process. You will have the opportunity to select
the “My family needs a campership” button which will reduce your fee. The amount
varies by camp and will be automatically deducted from your Registration Account.

2. The second is through your local UCC church. The RMC expects that local churches will
help campers who need assistance by providing matching scholarships. Please speak to
your pastor or youth leader for more information on the resources your local church has
set aside as a mission offering to the wider church for this purpose.
